 GENERAL COURSE INFORMATION 
 

Requirements 
for acceptance 
into Magill 
College’s 
courses: 

It is a mandatory requirement that all participants wishing to enrol in Magill College Sydney courses must 
be of a minimum age of 18 years. 
 
Satisfactory completion of HSC Year 12 and/or equivalent relevant work experience or completion of 
training resulting in satisfactorily achieving all prerequisite competencies or demonstrated equivalence if 
applicable. For mature age entry (21 or over) relevant work experience is expected.  
 
For international Students whose first language is not English, the minimum level of English language 
proficiency required is an IELTS score of 5.5, TOEFL of 550 (or equivalent as recognised by DIAC). 

Recognition of 
Prior Learning 
(RPL) and 
Credit Transfer 
(CT) 

Magill College offers the option of course credit known as Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL) and Credit 
Transfer (CT) known as Recognition of Current Competencies (RCC). Students who believe they have 
already achieved some of the competencies in the course may apply for RPL. An essential requirement of 
RPL is to provide proof you currently have the required competencies. Competencies for which RPL is 
being requested may have been developed through formal education and training, through work 
experience and training or through life experience. 
 

For entry into the ICA50905 Diploma of Information Technology (Multimedia) qualification students are 
required to achieve prerequisite units of competency or demonstrated equivalence if applicable prior to 
commencement to this course. 
 

After RPL is granted your course schedule must be reviewed and any reduction in the scheduled course 
length and the reasons for the reduction recorded and placed in your student file. 
 

Any course duration reduction as a result of RPL granted to students must be indicated on the 
Confirmation of Enrolment (CoE) if granted prior to the issue of a visa or on PRISMS if granted after the 
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issue of a visa.

Student 
Orientation 

Orientation is conducted on the first day of commencement. Its purpose is to fully inform new students of 
most aspects of life at the College and to provide an introduction to studying, Sydney’s costs of living, 
transportation, facilities, banking and accommodation, culturally appropriate and respectful behaviour. In 
addition College staff will be introduced, a tour of the College will take place and an opportunity to ask 
questions will be given. 

Change of 
Address 

Upon arriving in Australia you are required to advise the College of your residential address including 
phone / mobile numbers, email address, emergency contact and any subsequent changes to these details 
using the “Student Contact Details” form available at reception. 
 

This is extremely important. Under Section 20 of the Education Services for Overseas Students (ESOS) Act 
2000, the College is obliged to serve a notice at your last known address if you breach a student visa 
condition relating to attendance or course progress. The College may also send warning notices to you 
which are aimed at helping prevent breaches of your visa conditions. It is your responsibility and in your 
own interests that you always update your address details at the College to ensure you receive important 
information about your course, fees and possible breaches of your student visa. 

Use of Personal 
Information 

Information is collected during your enrolment in order to meet the College obligations under the ESOS 
Act and the National Code 2007; to ensure student compliance with the conditions of their visas and their 
obligations under Australian immigration laws generally. The authority to collect this information is 
contained in the Education Services for Overseas Students Act 2000, the Education Services for Overseas 
Students Regulations 2001 and the National Code of Practice for Registration Authorities and Providers of 
Education and Training to Overseas Students 2007. Information collected about you during your 
enrolment can be provided, in certain circumstances, to the Australian Government and designated 
authorities and, if relevant, the Tuition Assurance Scheme and the ESOS Assurance Fund Manager. In 
other instances information collected during your enrolment can be disclosed without your consent 
where authorised or required by law. 
 

Students can access personal information held by the College and may request corrections to information 
that is incorrect or out of date. Please apply in writing to the Administration Manager using the 
“Document Request Form” available at reception if you wish to view your own records.

Facilities 

The College has general-purpose classrooms, wireless internet access, student facilities for study and 
computer access in the designated student’s common room. 

Assessment 
Methods 

Assessment is determined over a period of time and activities.  Competency is determined after evidence 
is gathered by a combination of classroom activities, written assessment, and practical application of skills 
and knowledge. A number of approaches to course assessment are used by College trainers/assessors. 
Assessment approaches may include: questioning; case studies; projects; assignments; presentations; role 
play; written reports. Students will be given advance notice of the time and form of assessments. 
Students will be given an opportunity for at least one reassessment for a competency not achieved on the 
first attempt. 

Course Delivery A number of approaches to course delivery are used by our college trainers. Course delivery approaches 
may include: trainer led classroom delivery; workshops; tutorials and supervised study. During class time 
students will be expected to participate by, for example, answering questions, giving opinions, 
demonstrating tasks, working with others in groups, making presentations and role playing situations. 

Modes of study  The modes of delivery that may be utilised for this course include theory based classroom delivery, which 
will take place in the College campus, group discussions, lectures, group work, audio or visual 
presentations, self-directed learning through research and problem-solving.

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Satisfactory 
Attendance  

Please be aware that if your attendance drops below 80% of the scheduled contact hours or you have 
been absent for more than 5 consecutive days without approval the College is required to review your 
involvement, counsel you, implement an intervention strategy and, if unsatisfactory attendance persists, 
report you to the Secretary of the Department of Education, Employment and Workplace Relations 
(DEEWR) through PRISMS. This action will automatically alert the Department of Immigration and 
Citizenship (DIAC) and your student visa may be cancelled. If your attendance falls below the 80% 
attendance requirement and you have unsatisfactory course progress you will be reported, DIAC will be 
automatically notified which may lead to the cancellation of your visa.

Grounds on

Magill College Sydney will only Defer or Suspend a student enrolment on the grounds of compassionate 
or compelling circumstances and may cancel a student’s enrolment for misbehaviour by the student (i.e. 
consuming drugs, alcohol or smoking anywhere on campus) and causing problems for other students, 
staff, the College’s reputation and its relationship with other organisations (such as building management) 
or for breaking laws applicable in New South Wales and elsewhere in Australia.

Complaints and 
Appeals 
process 

Magill College Sydney seeks to provide learning in a supportive and fair environment with a policy and 
procedure in place to allow students to lodge a formal complaint or appeal if the matter cannot be 
resolved informally. 
 
Informal Complaint Resolution Procedures  
 
1. Students are encouraged to resolve concerns or difficulties directly with the person(s) concerned in the 
appropriate manner, in order to reach a solution agreeable to all parties. Such cases will not normally be 
documented if they are resolved to the satisfaction of all parties concerned. 
2. Students may discuss any informal issues related to their course with their Trainer, Head Trainer, or the 
Administration Manager as part of the informal complaint resolution process. 
3. The Administration Manager or the Head Trainer will provide students counselling if required. 
 
Formal Complaint / Appeal Resolution Procedures 
 
If students cannot resolve a complaint through informal discussions as above, or appeal against a decision 
made by Magill College Sydney or its staff, students may lodge a formal complaint or appeal.  
Where students lodge a formal complaint or appeal, they are expected to maintain their enrolment 
throughout the appeal process and are informed that they must continue their course and attend all 
classes while their appeal is being considered and finalised. No fee is charged for a student to lodge a 
complaint or an internal appeal. 
 
Stage One 
 
1. If the matter is not resolved, students will be given an option to proceed with a formal complaints and 

appeals process. The initial contact person / counsellor (i.e. the head Trainer or the Administration 
manager) may assist the student with the Student Complaint / Grievance Form (if the student requires 
assistance). This form must be submitted in writing to the initial contact person / counsellor during 
normal business hours (Monday to Friday 9am - 5pm). 

2. Receipt of the completed form will be acknowledged within 5 working days and the 
complaints/appeals process will commence within 10 working days from the receipt of the 
complaint/appeal. 

3. The College Principal or his nominee (“the College Representative”) will then, if necessary, seek to 
clarify the issues in the complaint or appeal and provide an objective outcome. 
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4. When such clarification occurs in a face-to-face interview with the complainant or appellant, he/she 
would have an opportunity to formally present his/her case and has the right to have a witness and/or 
support person present at any stage of the relevant meetings. 

5. The College Representative will then endeavour to resolve the issue objectively with details provided 
in writing to the complainant / appellant including the reasons for decision made and outcomes up to 
20 working days. 

6. In straightforward cases, the signed Student Complaint / Grievance Form is used as written evidence of 
the outcome of the grievance including reasons and steps that will be taken to address the complaint 
or appeal. However, in more complex cases, the student will be provided with a written complaints 
and grievance report of the outcome. This report will include the details of any actions arising and 
clearly stating the reasons for the decision made and will be provided to the student within 20 working 
days. 

 
Stage Two 
 
If the appellant is dissatisfied with the outcome or their concerns remain unresolved he/she has the 
option to contact the Overseas Students Ombudsman for further external appeal. Please refer to 
www.oso.gov.au or phone 1300 362 072 for more information. 
 
In most cases, the purpose of the external appeals process is to consider whether Magill College Sydney 
has followed its policies and procedures – it is not to make a decision in place of Magill College Sydney. 
 
1. If the appellant decides to proceed with external appeal, he/she should notify Magill College Sydney of 

this, so that sufficient time is allowed to enable students to complete all course requirements within the 
expected course duration, as specified in each student’s CoE. 

2. Students MUST provide the evidence of external appeal lodgement to Magill College Sydney within 10 
working days from when the appellant has accessed an external appeal process. 

3. Magill College Sydney agrees to be bound by the external appeal body’s recommendations and will 
ensure that any recommendations are implemented by the appropriate staff and that the appellant is 
fully informed in writing of the outcome of the external appeals process.

Costs of Living: From 1 January 2010, the basic rate of living costs under the Migration regulations 
increased. Under these regulations prospective student visa applicants and their family members must 
have access to the following funds to meet the living costs requirements:  

• A$18,000 a year for the main student;  
• A$6,300 a year for the student’s partner;  
• A$3,600 a year for the student’s first child; and  
• A$2,700 a year for every other child and where required.

Accommodation options: Australia has a variety of high standard student accommodation available to 
suit different budgets and needs and there are several long-term housing options available to you.  There 
are hostels (rooming houses), Homestay (living with a family in their home), and rental properties (either 
on your own or sharing with others). Shared accommodation with other students is common and popular 
and student noticeboards and newspapers often advertise rooms, apartments and houses for rent. 

Most accommodation, except homestay, does not include electrical appliances, household equipment, 
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sheets and blankets etc. Second hand household goods are available quite cheaply, but you may wish to 
bring some of your own basic items. 

Also, look at websites like www.domain.com.au and www.realestate.com.au that list accommodation for 
rent. This should give you a good idea of the type and cost of accommodation that is available.

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A Description of the ESOS framework—providing quality 
education and protecting your rights 

 
The Australian Government wants overseas students in Australia to have a safe, enjoyable and rewarding place to study. 
Australia’s laws promote quality education and consumer protection for overseas students. These laws are known as the 
ESOS framework and they include the Education Services for Overseas (ESOS) Act 2000 and the National Code 2007. 
 

Protection for overseas students 
As an overseas student on a student visa, you must study with an education provider and in a course that can be found on 
the Commonwealth Register of Institutions and Courses for Overseas Students (CRICOS) at http://cricos.deewr.gov.au.  
CRICOS registration guarantees that the course and the education provider at which you study meet the high standards 
necessary for overseas students.

Your rights 
The ESOS framework protects your rights, including: 
 
• your right to receive, before enrolling, current and accurate information about the courses, fees, modes of study and 
other information from your provider and your provider’s agent.

Magill College Sydney endeavours to act in an ethical and responsible manner in recruiting students into their registered 
qualifications / courses and provides all relevant information to students in order to make an informed decision before 
commencing their study.

1. Complete and Sign the “Enrolment Form” as acknowledgement that they have received, read and understood the

Handbook and return this signed enrolment form to the College; 

2. Provide the documents listed below: 
ü English results (IELTS score of 5.5, TOEFL of 550 or equivalent as recognised by DIAC); 
ü Current Passport/Visa; 
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ü Current Overseas Student Health Cover (OSHC) details if known (only if requesting the OSHC arrangement 
through our College); 

ü HSC Year 12 and/or equivalent relevant work experience; 
ü For mature age entry (21 years or over) relevant work experience or training resulting in satisfactorily 

achieving all prerequisite competencies or demonstrated equivalence if applicable; 
ü For entry into the ICA50905 Diploma of Information Technology (Multimedia) qualification students are 

required to achieve prerequisite units of competency or demonstrated equivalence if applicable prior to 
commencement to this course. 

3. Request their “Letter of Offer and Student Agreement”. 
 
After receiving the “Letter of Offer and Student Agreement” from Magill College Sydney the next steps are to confirm the 
student’s enrolment. An enrolment application will be put on hold if any documents are not in good order or incomplete 
and will remain on hold until all documentation issues are resolved. 
 

1. Sign the “Letter of Offer and Student Agreement” as acceptance of the terms and conditions of enrolment; 
2. Submit any outstanding supporting documents as listed in their “Letter of Offer and Student Agreement” in order 

to fulfil the course entry requirements; 
3. The “Letter of Offer and Student Agreement” is an agreement between the College and students. Students are 

required to read and acknowledge that they understand and agree to abide by the conditions of the agreement. It 
must be signed and dated prior to commencement of studies to confirm the student’s acceptance of the terms 
and conditions of their enrolment; 

4. This agreement is then signed by an authorised officer of Magill College Sydney and students will then need to 
make the required payments according to their course selection; 

5. Upon receipt of fees students will be issued with an Invoice / Receipt for all payments. Once all documents are 
received and checked against the “Student Documents Checklist” a Confirmation of Enrolment (CoE) will be 
generated and forwarded to either the student or their acting agent or both; and 

6. Finally, individual student’s file will be created; containing relevant information and documents, and a written 
notification of orientation will be emailed / mailed to the student or their acting agent or both. Students are 
advised that they are entitled to obtain copies of their documents retained within their personal file upon request. 

 
 

Pre-payment of fees  
 
All fees are paid in advance into the Magill College Student Account. Magill College will record the fee amount 
paid in the Student Finance Information section of the Magill College Sydney Quality Management System 
(QMS) database.  
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Fees Payment Schedule 
 
Magill College Sydney issues student receipts, upon receipt of fees paid before commencement of the course 
outlining: 
 

(a) The prepaid course fee; 
(b) Enrolment Fee (non-refundable); 
(c) Any other fees paid in respect of compulsory material fees, OSHC, and 
(d) Payment schedule (where appropriate). 
 

Students may be entitled to use a fees payment scheme that is determined on a case-by-case basis. 
 
Students using a payment plan are required to pay fees on or before the first day of attendance of each Block, 
Term or Semester (whichever is applicable). A student’s enrolment will be suspended until such times as 
overdue fee amounts are paid. This must be forthcoming within a 14 day period. 
 
Students electing to use the payment plan are advised that there could be a late payment penalty imposed. 
 

Fee Protection 
Magill College Sydney is a member of Australian Council of Private Education and Training (ACPET) Overseas 
Student Tuition Assurance Scheme (OSTAS).  As a member of ACPET’s OSTAS if the college is unable to fulfil its 
obligation to complete a course or offer a refund of all prepaid course fees, the student will be offered no cost 
enrolment in another ACPET member college. 
Finally, if ACPET cannot place a student in a suitable alternative course, the ESOS Assurance Manager will 
attempt to place the student in a suitable alternative course or, if this is not possible, the student will be eligible 
for a refund as calculated by the ESOS Fund Manager. 
 

REFUNDS (General) 
 
All refund requests and withdrawal requests MUST be lodged in writing to the PEO using the Document Request 
Form which is available from the Reception and/or Administration Office. 
 
Upon approval by the PEO, all refunds will be refunded to the student within 14 to 28 days of receipt of the 
Document Request Form and will include a statement giving full explanation of how the refund was calculated. 
 
Magill College Sydney may arrange for another course, or part of a course, to be provided to the student at no 
cost to the student as an alternative to refunding course money.  If the student agrees to exercise this option, 
Magill College Sydney is no longer liable to refund the money owed for the original enrolment. 
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Student Refund and Cancellation Policy - Refunds of Course Money 
Magill College policy on the refunds of course money has been determined in accordance with the ESOS Act 2000 and its accompanying regulations and it 
applies to all commencing overseas students. This and other information  may be provided to the Australian Government and other designated 
authorities in relation to administering the ESOS Act 2000, the national Code 2007, the ESOS Assurance Fund manager and/or the Migration Act (as 
amended). This agreement, and the availability of complaints and appeals processes, does not remove the right of the student to take action under 
Australia's consumer protection laws. 
All Refunds requests must be made in writing by the student(s) or their legal guardian(s) and submitted to Magill College together with any 
supporting application if applicable. In the case of student visa refusal and/or student default, refunds will be made within (4) four weeks after 
receiving a written claim from the student and will include a statement explaining how the refund was calculated. 
1 Student Visa refusal – Written documentation of the student visa refusal must be provided to Magill College. 

  1(a) Prepaid course fees at the time of cancellation will be refunded in full if a student visa application lodged overseas is rejected; 
however, the enrolment fee of AU$ 200.00 is not refundable. 

  1(b) 

A student who is off-shore and where a student visa has not been issued in time to commence a course at the agreed starting date, 
and where the student contacts Magill College in writing and agrees to a deferred start date, another commencement date would be 
arranged without an additional charge. Should the deferred start date be unacceptable, prepaid course fees at the time of 
cancellation will be refunded in full; however, the enrolment fee of AU$ 200.00 is not refundable. 

  1(c) 

A student who is on-shore must commence a course on the agreed commencement day even though they may still be awaiting a 
decision from DIAC. A pro-rata refund of the prepaid course fees at the time of cancellation will be granted if a student visa 
application is refused / rejected on-shore after the commencement date of a course has passed; however, the enrolment fee of AU$ 
200.00 is not refundable. 

2 Student default – Occurs where an overseas student does not start a course or withdraws from a course as defined in section 27 (2) of the 
ESOS Act. A written notice is required for the course cancellation. The cancellation charges are: 

  2(a) 25% of the prepaid course fees at the time of cancellation for 28 days’ notice or more before course commencement date; however, 
the enrolment fee of AU$ 200.00 is not refundable. 

  2(b) 50% of the prepaid course fees at the time of cancellation for less than 28 days’ notice before course commencement date; 
however, the enrolment fee of AU$ 200.00 is not refundable. 

  2(c) 
100% of the prepaid course fees at the time of cancellation on or after course commencement date. To avoid any doubt, No refund 
will be paid to the student if the student withdraws from the course either on or after the agreed commencement date. Package 
courses - upon commencement of the initial course, any subsequent course(s) are non-refundable in the case of student default. 

  2(d) No refund is granted where Magill College terminates an enrolment due to a student failing to satisfy course requirements relating 
to attendance or academic progress in accordance with the obligations of the student under the student visa regulations. 

  2(e) No refund is granted where Magill College terminates an enrolment due to a student failing to pay an amount he or she was liable 
to pay the provider, directly or indirectly, in order to undertake the course. 

  2(f) 

No refund is granted where Magill College terminates an enrolment due to a student misbehaving (i.e. consuming drugs, alcohol or 
smoking anywhere on campus) and causing problems for other students, staff, the College’s reputation and its relationship with 
other organisations (such as building management) or for breaking laws applicable in New South Wales and elsewhere in Australia. 
This does not affect the student's right to access the College's complaints and appeals processes. 

3 
Provider default – Occurs where the registered provider fails to provide a course or ceases to provide a course to an overseas student in 
accordance with section 27 (1) of the ESOS Act. Reimbursement in the case of provider default is within (2) two weeks of the default day 
occurring to the student and will include a statement explaining how the refund was calculated. 

  3(a) In the unlikely event that Magill College is unable to deliver your course in full; a student will be offered a refund of all prepaid 
course fees that they have paid to date to Magill College. 

  3(b) 

Alternatively, a student may be offered enrolment in an alternative course by Magill College at no extra cost to the student. A 
student has the right to choose whether he / she would prefer a full refund of all prepaid course fees, or to accept a place in another 
course. If a student chooses placement in another course, Magill College will ask the student to sign a document to indicate that he / 
she accepts the placement. 

  3(c) 
If Magill College is unable to provide a refund or place a student in an alternative course our Tuition Assurance Scheme (TAS) 
through the Australian Council for private Education and Training (ACPET) will place the student in a suitable alternative course at no 
extra cost. 

  3(d) 
Finally, if ACPET cannot place a student in a suitable alternative course, the ESOS Assurance Fund Manager will attempt to place the 
student in a suitable alternative course or, if this is not possible, the student will be eligible for a refund as calculated by the Fund 
Manager.
